Publication of Expenses
The expenses tables have been split in to two, one for non-inquiry expenses and the other for inquiries. Both tables have the same categories which are hospitality, hotel/subs and travel.  The hospitality category relates to where the CC has invited guests to join them for lunch or dinner and the CC has borne the cost of this; hotel/subs is for any claim for hotel accommodation and subsistence for meals and drinks whilst working away from the office; and the travel category includes all forms of travel - train, air, tube, bus, car and bike mileage, car parking and taxis.  
The data held in the quarterly tables is based on the period in which the expense has been accounted for, rather than when the actual expense occurred. There is sometimes a time lag between the expenditure and the receipt of invoices and also individuals’ claims.  For example our taxi company invoices the CC on a monthly basis one month in arrears, therefore taxis booked in November will be charged for in December.  The expense table is therefore not an account of the expenses that actually occurred in the period, but of the amount claimed for during the period.
